
 

Terumah, Exodus 25:1 - 27:19 

This week's Torah reading is an architect's or interior designer's dream portion. It 
begins with the Almighty commanding Moses to tell the Jewish people to donate the 
materials necessary for the construction of the Mishkan, the portable sanctuary. 

The Torah continues with the details for constructing the Ark, the Table, the 
Menorah, the Tabernacle (the central area of worship containing the Ark, the Menorah, 
the Incense Altar, and the Table), the Beams composing the walls of the Tabernacle, the 
Cloth partition (separating the Holy of Holies where the Ark rested from the remaining 
Sanctuary part of the Tabernacle), the Altar and the Enclosure for the Tabernacle 
(surrounding curtains forming a rectangle within which was approximately 15x larger 
than the Tabernacle).
